3. COURSE CONTENT

The course deals with issues of data analysis and interpretation, as well as application of
Operations Research / Management Science methods to business problems. In the context of
the course, statistical methods, operations research methods/techniques and optimization
software for decision making are presented to optimize business processes and the overall
performance of companies and organizations.

e Simplex method - normal/typical form of Ip problems, explanation of the basic concepts,
calculations and variables, solving max |p problems with the Simplex algorithm, economic

e The dual problem — economic interpretation of the dual problem

e Solving Linear Programming Problems using MS Excel/Solver - economic interpretation of the
results, applications to real life problems. Sensitivity analysis as per the available resources,
sensitivity analysis as per the coefficients of the objective function, interpretation of
variables in economic terms. Solving sensitivity analysis problems, decision making for the
introduction of activities/products. Sensitivity analysis through applications.
